Grade: 9-12th 

Objective: Demonstrate that not everyone likes the same things and there is no particular

Procedure:

2. Break students into groups and give each group a set of questions.  

3. Ask students to place options in the correct order.

2. Is there a certain order you need to follow with more intimate activities?
